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Policy
Except for persons covered by #5 below and firearms left in a locked vehicle in the parking lot, no one may bring a firearm, concealed or unconcealed, onto UUCF property.
Procedures
1) Any person not covered by one of the exceptions listed in #5 below who brings a prohibited weapon onto UUCF property will be asked to leave.

2) A person who refuses to leave when asked to do so will be considered a trespasser.  The police will be called if the trespasser persists in his or her refusal to leave UUCF property.

3) This policy may be implemented by any minister, Board member, Lay Minister, Coordinating Team member or paid employee of UUCF.  Any UUCF member or visitor who sees a prohibited firearm should contact an appropriate UUCF representative, who will contact the police if necessary.

4) A notice stating that unauthorized weapons are prohibited on UUCF property shall be posted in the entryway of the Sanctuary, the Program Building, and the Administration Building.

5) This policy does not apply to:

a) Members of federal, state or local law enforcement agencies who are authorized to carry the firearm in question and who are:

i) on duty, or

ii) required to carry the firearm as a condition of their employment;

b) Security personnel employed or contracted by UUCF and authorized by UUCF to carry a firearm on UUCF property;

c) Security personnel accompanying a person that UUCF has invited onto its property, so long as UUCF has been informed of and consented to the presence of those personnel.
